In the early 1980’s Colonel Ellison Onizuka, the first Japanese
American Astronaut visited Chemawa Indian School in Oregon,
before his first flight. One family wanted to give him a gift in
traditional way, and presented him with an Eagle feather.
Astronaut Onizuka, with the Eagle feather, successfully flew in
space on the Space Shuttle Discovery in 1985. Colonel Onizuka
carried the Eagle feather around Mother Earth 48 times.  After his
return, he gifted the feather to AISES. Sadly, on his next flight,
January 1986, on the Space Shuttle Challenger, it blew up on
takeoff and he and all the crew members perished.

Another eagle feather was prepared for Chickasaw Nation
Astronaut, Commander John Herrington for his space flight. He
carried a second Eagle feather, from that same eagle, into space for
his visit to the International Space Station in 2002. Commander
Herrington was the first Native American to walk in space

A year ago, more recently, Marine Colone Nicole Mann, made
history as the Corps’ first woman to lead a National Aeronautics
and Space Administration space flight and the first Indigenous
woman in space. She carried a traditional dream catcher from her
mother in honor of her Native traditions from Wailacki of Round
Valley Tribe.

These stories are examples of where the ancient meets the modern,
they all are modern warriors, carrying the hopes and dreams of
people wherever they go, even to look back from outer space and
see the earth as the homeland where we belong. ‘I will watch over
you wherever you go, and | will bring you back to this land.
