We were created for love and yet we so often live against
this fundamental reality. But God’s grace breaks into this
world in those moments where love is real, it is tangible, it is
prodigal. God’s grace breaks into this world when we finally
feel seen. Or when we are cared for. Or when we are able to
go beyond ourselves to care for another. God’s grace breaks
in when the sick are tended, when the hungry are filled, when
the prisoner is released, when the heart is moved by beauty.
God’s grace breaks into our worlds and lives when we open
ourselves to love, large or small. Extraordinary or ordinary.
And it is in those moments that we are what we were created
to be — givers and receivers of love. And being what we were
created to be is a grace that often feels like a miracle.

God so loved the world. The God who is love so loved the
world that that same God came into it to save us from the
deaths we were living to have everlasting life today and
tomorrow. God so loved the world that even when we would
choose hatred or indifference, of ourselves or others, God
intervenes to make sure we can be what God created us to

be. That is, in one word, love. And what a grace that is.
